WFMH APPEAL FOR FUNDS TO ADDRESS

EFFORTS TO PROVIDE MENTAL HEALTH AND PSYCHOSOCIAL SUPPORT RELIEF

Guidelines for Proposals if RFP is Issued

The appeal for donations to provide support to non-governmental organizations attempting to organize and provide mental health and psychosocial support services to victims of the major earthquake in Haiti has been announced by WFMH President, Tony Fowke. 
This appeal is similar to the one launched by WFMH in the wake of the December 24, 2004 Indian Ocean earthquake and tsunami. Through that appeal, WFMH was able to provide small grants to NGOs working in Sri Lanka and on India’s Andaman and Nicobar Islands.

While the amount of funds that will be available as a result of donations through the WFMH website (www.wfmh.org) online donation program is uncertain at this time, the same basic guidelines as applied to the tsunami relief effort will apply once funds become available and a Request for Proposals (RFP) is issued. Interested organizations should check this website regularly for the RFP release. 

Basic guidelines for requesting small grants will be the following:

1. RFPs will be formally solicited by WFMH through announcement on its website www.wfmh.org
2. Small grant requests will be accepted from Non-Governmental Organizations (NGO) that have specific plans for providing services to earthquake victims in Haiti
3. Applying organizations will need to demonstrate their experience in delivering mental health and psychosocial support relief services to victims of disaster and the capacity to implement such programs in Haiti

4. Applying organizations will be required to demonstrate that they have adequate resources to implement their specific plans for which the WFMH small grant would provide supplemental funding

5. No applications to conduct research projects or studies will be considered

6. Preference will be given to organizations that are located in Haiti or that have a formal working relationship with an NGO located in Haiti.

7. Organizations requesting grants must be registered as an approved charitable organization in the country of their primary location.
